RECOVERING A PTM OR GMM TOOLBAR

The procedure to recover a toolbar is to edit the Registry on your PC and go to the section of the Registry that references Interact and delete the 2 folders called TOOLBAR.  When you restart your Interact the next time, your toolbars will be restored to their default locations.  Below is a picture of the Registry so you can follow the file structure to the appropriate directories on your PC. 

Enter the Registry on your PC by Clicking on START  then RUN and typing Regedit and then clicking on OK.
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
