3) The CTC ROM-DOS 6.22 & Utilities disk rev.102 or Microsoft DOS 6.2 Setup Disk #1

4) An AT QWERTY Keyboard with CTC Y-Adapter

*Note:  If you do have the ROM-DOS 6.22 & Utilities disk or the Microsoft DOS 6.2 Setup Disk, please call the CTC Parker Technical Support Department at (513) 248-1714.
I.  Formatting the Harddrive with the ROM-DOS 6.22 & Utilities Disk:

1) Place the ROM-DOS disk into the A: drive of the PowerStation.

2) Power cycle the PowerStation.

3) At the A:\> prompt, change to the DOS directory.

4) At the A:\DOS\> prompt, type in FORMAT C:
5) Hit the Y key to accept the format of the harddrive and hit ENTER key.

II.  Formatting the Harddrive with the Microsoft MS-DOS 6.2 Setup Disk:

1) Insert Microsoft Setup disk #1 in the floppy drive.

2) Reboot the PC.

3) When the Setup Utility runs press F3 to exit.

4) Press F3 to confirm exiting.

5) At the A:\> type in FORMAT  C:
6) Press the Y key and hit the ENTER key.

III.  Connecting the Backpack CDROM Drive:

1) Connect the supplied cable from MicroSolutions to the Parallel port on the CTC.

2) Connect the other end to the Backpack on the port marked COMPUTER.

3) Connect the power cable to an AC outlet and the other end to the port marked POWER.

IV.  Preparing the unit for an NT install:
1) Place the ROM-DOS Disk or DOS Setup Disk #1 in the A: drive of the PowerStation.

2) Power cycle the PowerStation.

3) For the DOS Setup Disk repeat section II. Steps 3 & 4.

4) When the unit asks to enter the new Date and Time press ENTER for each.

5) Remove the DOS disk and place the Backpack Driver disk in the A: drive.

6) At the A:\> prompt, type in SETUP and hit the ENTER key.

a) Select the Language and press ENTER.

b) Hit ENTER twice.

c) Select the A: drive when it asks you where the Backpack disk is located.

d) Hit the ENTER key.

e) Hit the ENTER key to select the subdirectory.

f) Hit ENTER key twice.

g) Setup Utility is complete.

7) Remove the Backpack disk from the A: drive.

8) The following error will appear: ERROR CANNOT LOAD  A:\COMMAND.COM.

9) Place the DOS disk back into the A: drive.  Hit ENTER, the error will go away.

10) Change to the C:\> prompt.

11) Change to the BPCDROM directory.

12) Type in LOADCD and hit the ENTER key.

13) The drivers for the Backpack CDROM will now load into memory.

V.  Installing Windows NT:
1) Place the OEM version of Windows NT into the CDROM drive.

2) Change from the C:\> prompt to the D:\>.

3) Change to the I386 directory.

4) Type in WINNT  /b and hit the ENTER key.

5) Press the ENTER key twice.

VI.  Windows NT Setup:

1) Press the ENTER key.

2) Press the ENTER key again.

3) Use the PAGE DOWN key to read the Licensing Agreement.

4) Press the F8 key to accept the Microsoft Licensing Agreement.

5) Press the ENTER key.

6) Press the ENTER key again to install as FAT16.

7) Press the ENTER key to leave the current file system intact.

8) Press the ENTER key to install in the \WINNT directory.

9) Press the ENTER key to scan for possible corruption on the drive.

10) Press the ENTER key to Restart the computer.
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
