Making a bootable copy of a Compact Flash
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1. Consider the directory structure of a Compact Flash card to the right. If you wish to make an identical copy of this flash as a backup, copy all but the 4 boxed files on to your PC. Next initialize the new compact flash card using the Flashback utility (Flashutil.exe), making sure to uncheck the Include PowerStation Files option. Copy the remaining files from the PC to the new flash.

2. The 4 selected files are the MS-DOS system files that must be installed on the Compact Flash using Flashutil.exe. If you simply try to copy these files over to the new flash, then you will get some variation of the “Non System Disk Error” on your PowerStation.
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3. To initialize the compact flash card, run Flashutil.exe. It will bring up the following screen. Make sure to UNCHECK the Include PowerStation Files box. Select the Restore Flash button. After the flash restore is finished, the 4 files, Command.com, Drvspace.bin, Io.sys and Msdos.sys are placed on the flash.

4. If you choose to include PowerStation Files it will also create Cdrom, Ctc, Dos, Net and Touch directories, along with the Autoexec.bat and Config.sys files in the root directory.

5. When you download a MachineShop project to the flash, it creates an Interact directory and places the MachineShop_ProjectName.wms file in the CTC directory. A Startup directory may also be created if the application uses a UDI driver like the Compumotor Gemini driver (Gem.exe).
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
