.FIL Files & How to Identify Interact Run Time Files

Each Interact driver and module is associated with a .fil file.  For example, in directory Interact/Drivers/ABDH, you will find a file called ABDH.FIL.  

ABDH.FIL lists all of the files needed to run the ABDH driver in the development and run time modes. If you use a text editor, such as NOTEPAD, to open up the ABDH.FIL, you will see the following:
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ABDH    100   4

ABDH    200   6

ABDH    210   8

ABDH    300  11

ABDH    400  12
The first line of the ABDH.FIL file tell us that there are four files associated with the ABDH driver for Interact development.  These files are ABDH.EXP, ABDH.TXT, ABDH.HLP and ABDH.FIL.  On fifth line down, the number three implies that there are three files associated with the ABDH driver for Interact run time.  These files are ABDH.EXP, ABDH.TXT, and ABDH.FIL.  You must copy these files from the Interact/Drivers/Abdh/ directory on your local drive to the Interact/drivers/Abdh/ on your flash drive (See figure 1).

How to Move Your New Application to the Flash Drive

1) Open up the Interact/Appfiles directory on your local drive.

2) Copy all of the files in the Interact/Appfiles directory on your local drive to the Interact/Appfiles directory on your flash drive.  (Including Am.cfg, Amprint.cfg, etc.)

3) Copy your application folder(s) including all files from the Interact/Appfiles directory on your local drive to the Interact/Appfiles directory on your flash drive.

How to Move Your Fonts to the Flash Drive

1) Open up the Interact/Fonts directory on your local drive.

2) Select and Copy all of the fonts.

3) Open up the Interact/Fonts directory on your flash drive.

4) Paste all of the fonts into this directory.
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
