Windows 95 Network Setup for DDE and NetBIOS

If you do not have NetBIOS setup in your Windows 95 Network Settings, follow these simple steps first.  If so, skip this section and proceed to the NetBIOS Setup on page 3.

*Note: The setup program might prompt you to insert the Windows 95 CD.  Please have the CD ready if it does.

1. In Windows 95, go to the START button on the taskbar. Then go to the SETTINGS, and then to CONTROL PANEL.
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In the Control Panel, go to the NETWORK icon and double-click on it.
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3. In the Network property sheet, under CONFIGURATION, select ADD…
4. Add a CLIENT to the Network Configuration select CLIENT for MICROSOFT NETWORKS.  Select OK.

5. Add a Protocol, Microsoft’s IPX/SPX COMPATIBLE PROTOCOL.  Select OK.

Windows 95 Networking Setup for NetBIOS

1. While still in the Network property sheet, highlight IPX/SPX Compatible Protocol and select PROPERTIES.  The first page you will see is the NetBIOS page.

2. On the NetBIOS tab, make sure that the check mark is placed next to I want to enable NetBIOS over IPX/SPX.
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3. Next, go to the ADVANCED tab.  Highlight FRAME TYPE and make sure the VALUE is ETHERNET 802.3.
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4. At the bottom of this property sheet is an important setting.  Make sure that the check mark is placed next to “Set this protocol to be the default protocol.”
5. Select the Binding’s tab.  Make sure that the NETBIOS support for IPX/SPX-compatible Protocol is checked.
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6. Click on OK at the bottom of the IPX/SPX-Compatible Protocol Properties page.

7. Click on OK at the bottom of the Network Properties sheet.   The PC will need to be rebooted.

Windows 95 Setup for the DDE Server

1. After the install of the Interact DDE Server, go to the START button and then to PROGRAMS.

2. Select Interact and then choose Interact DDE Server.

3. The Interact DDE Server will start and then minimize to the Windows 95 taskbar.

4. Maximize the DDE program.
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Go to the Settings menu on the DDE toolbar and select NetBIOS…
6. In the Settings for NetBIOS you will have to give the Interact DDE Server a Node Name for the PC that you are on.

7. You will also have to give it a LAN Adapter Number.  The LAN Adapter Number will default to 0.  This is fine for Windows 95.  ** If you have multiple Network Interface Cards, you may have to adjust the LAN Adapter Number.

8. The next and final step is to set the Max Interact Nodes.  This setting has to be a number greater than or equal to 8, even if the number of nodes is less than 8.
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
